Old	Gold	Market	(Gabel	Street)	-	This	bustling	market	provides	a	glimpse	into	Saudi	Arabia’s	gold	trade,	with	skilled	jewelers	crafting
and	displaying	stunning	items.

Ukash	Mosque	-	The	mosque	features	beautiful	architectural	elements	and	a	peaceful	courtyard,	inviting	visitors	to	appreciate	its	tranquil
atmosphere	and	spiritual	significance.

Jeddah	Corniche	-	A	stunning	30	km	coastal	promenade	overlooking	the	Red	Sea.

King	Fahd's	Fountain	-	The	tallest	fountain	in	the	world,	jetting	water	high	into	the	sky	and	creating	a	beautiful	landmark	visible	from
miles	around.

Jeddah	Sculptures	Museum	-	An	open-air	exhibit	featuring	large-scale	sculptures	by	renowned	artists,	set	against	the	backdrop	of	the	sea.
